REFORMATION DAY 

SMYRNA’S FIRST JONQUIL FESTIVAL 
 

 

When Smyrna’s  Jonquil Festival made  its first 

appearance in March 1964. It was an event which 

lasted a week and was sponsored and coordinated by 

the Smyrna Chamber of Commerce, with the 

cooperation of many of the other civic and service 

organizations in the area. 

The Festival began on Sunday, March 15th with a 

tour of the city which included viewing the millions of 

jonquils which were actually in bloom at the time., but 

there was also a decided “nip” in the air. 

Monday, March 16th, was set aside for a Get 

Acquainted Party for the contestants in the Jonquil 

Queen Contest. Thursday, the rehearsal for the 

Queen Contest was held. Friday, March 20th was set 

aside for the contest itself, in which contestants 

would compete for a $100.00 Series E United States 

Savings Bond, a weekend trip to Jekyll Island for the 

winner and her parents, and a personal appearance 

on the “Today in Georgia” television show, which for  

a number of years was on WSB – TV in Atlanta. 

The contest, for Smyrna area ladies, 16 to 21 was 

sponsored by the Smyrna Civitan Club with 

assistance from the Smyrna Jaycettes, the Opti-Mrs 

Club, and the Business and Professional Women. 

The first Jonquil Queen was Renee Clark. Runners 

Up were Tina West and  Kathy Monroe.

On October 31, 1517 Martin Luther nailed his 95 

theses on the door of All Saints Church in 

Wittenberg, Germany. This sparked the 

Protestant Reformation – a great movement of 

God. Martin Luther was not pleased with the 

church and as a result of his action the church 

changed during this movement of God. Luther 

called the church to repent and change. In 

Matthew 4:17 it is written, “From that time on 

Jesus began to preach Repent, for the Kingdom 

of Heaven is near.” The Reformation was a call 

to turn back to God so your life pleases God. In 

the spirit of the Reformation, we are encouraged  

to live out our life for God, pleasing God in 

everything we do and say.
